Preference will be given to proposals that include material that has not previously been presented at an industry level and thus will be genuinely considered by our delegates to be “innovative” – which to quote www.dictionary.com can be described as “being or producing something like nothing done or experienced or created before”

It is a requirement that all presenters ensure they can offer a strong “interactive” component and feature a combination of demonstration as well as verbal presentation. Presentations will be made outside, under the peppermint trees, with no electronic visual aids and must be able to be delivered in 5 minutes.  
The DAFF Innovator proposals need to be lodged by Friday, October 22. All intending participants are encouraged to discuss their proposal prior to lodgement with coordinator, Esther Price

Lodging a proposal

Proposals should take the form of a 1-page electronic submission (plus low resolution digital photos if appropriate) that highlights the suitability of the presentation to the day against the following criteria:
· Degree of genuine innovation (it really must be new)

· Potential value to Australian dairy farmers

· What the Innovation Platform presentation will “look like” – ie – how you intend to deliver it
